We 

will also tour the somber and reflec-

tive Dachau concentration camp 

where the world never forgets what 

can happen when good people don't 

stand up to evil in time to prevent it.  

 

On a much lighter side we will also 

spend our time in the Swiss Alps 

and take a ride to the top of Mount 

Pilatus. The view from the top is 

breathtaking, and the snowball 

fights are always epic.
